Participants will review real-world examples of completed project plans and
SWOT analyses to highlight key areas of success and how the plan could have been
compromised.

They will engage in various learning methods to encourage full development and
comprehension of the taught content and related skills. Participants will partake in
presentations, group discussions, and individual and group activities. Working alongside one
another will allow them to demonstrate the learned skills and receive and offer constructive
feedback.
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It is essential to effectively plan projects within any organisation that conducts them to
guarantee their success. Project management planning allows those involved to set the
overall goals for the project, identify aims and objectives to help achieve them, and prepare
for any potential threats and risks.

Project planning should be the first step in the project lifecycle. Project plans should detail
the final goal and what steps must be taken to reach it. This should include smaller
objectives throughout the project, those involved within the project, what resources are
required, and factors that may influence progress. Once these factors have been discussed
and accounted for, the project can confidently move on to the next stage.

The project management team can carry out a SWOT analysis to aid in the project planning
process. Within a SWOT analysis, individuals can identify the organisation’s strengths,
weaknesses, opportunities, and threats. Merging this information into the project plan will
allow a more accurate understanding of achievable goals within the organisation's scope.
Furthermore, it will allow for increased comprehension of the potential risks faced during the
project and how these can be prevented and avoided.v
